AS MODIFIED BY LOCAL RULES

A player must take relief if it is known or virtually certain that a ball
has come to rest within a flower bed or if the flower bed interferes with
a player’s stance or intended swing. The ball must be dropped, without
penalty, within one club-length of the nearest point of relief, not nearer
the hole.

When a provisional ball has not been played for a ball that is out of
bounds or cannot be found, the player may proceed as follows rather
than proceeding under stroke and distance: For two penalty strokes, the
player may drop in an area between the point where the ball is estimated
to have come to rest or gone out of bounds, and within two club-lengths
in the fairway of the hole being played, not nearer the hole.

A ball at rest within the area marked by blue stakes and/or a blue rib-
bon must be dropped, without penalty, within one club-length outside
this area at the nearest point of relief, not nearer the hole.

A ball at rest in a penalty area on Hole 12 may be dropped in the
designated drop zone.

The Valley Course adjacent to Hole 17 designated by white stakes and/
or a white line is out of bounds.
